BORROWING GUIDELINES 

 
If you live in Unincorporated Greenburgh, your free 
library card is issued for three years from the date of 
registration.  You must provide personal identification and 
proof of current address.  Acceptable forms include a valid 
NYS Drivers License and a current (within 3 months) 
utility bill.  Your library card is honored in every public 
library in Westchester.  Please call if you have any 
questions about proper identification. 
 
If you do not live in Westchester County you may qualify 
through an eligible business or school address located in 
Unincorporated Greenburgh.  Non-resident cards are 
issued for one year;  two forms of ID are required:  a letter 
from your employer on letterhead stating that you are a 
current employee, or a company photo ID, and a valid 
student ID or a valid Drivers License. 
 
If you forget your card there is a $.50 fee to use your 
license.  No items are checked out without proper ID.

Children ages 9-12 are not to be left without the presence 
of a parent or guardian in the building and children 8 and 
under must be supervised by a parent or guardian at all 
times.

GETTING YOUR MATERIAL 
 
 

♦ ASK FOR ASSISTANCE 
If you cannot find what you need, please ask a staff 
member.  We are committed to giving you the best 
library service in the county. 

 
♦ RESERVES AND RENEWALS 
You may reserve a total of 20 items — books, CDs, 
DVDs, videos, or sound recordings — Magazines, 
Express DVDs & Express Books cannot be 
reserved.  Items are  held for 10 days on the reserve 
shelf.  There is a .50¢ per item charge for all reserve 
items NOT picked up. 

 
Materials not available in this library may be 
borrowed from another WLS Library.  Items may be 
renewed once for the regular loan period if there are 
no reserves on the item.  Reserves & renewals may 
now be done via the Internet.  From the Library’s 
website, www.greenburghlibrary.org, go to the 
Catalog or the “Reserve/Renew” icon.  Once you are 
in the Westchester online catalog you can review 
your account, search for items, place items on hold, 
etc.  Computerized telephone renewal is also 
available via “TeleCirc”, at 674-4169.  Have your 
library card number handy. 

 
♦ INTERLIBRARY LOAN 
Materials not available in the Westchester Library 
System may be borrowed from a non-WLS library 
for a period of 28 days.  There are no renewals for 
these materials.  There will be a fine of $2.00 per 
day with a maximum fine of $25.00 for InterLibrary 
Loans.

♦ RETURN POLICY 
Most items may be returned at any public library in 
Westchester County.  But please note: 
*Express items must be returned to Greenburgh! 
 
♦ BOOK DROPS 
For your convenience, the outdoor book drops are open 
24 hours a day, 7 days a week. 
 

KEEPING YOUR LIBRARY PRIVILEGES 
 

♦ RENEWING YOUR CARD 
Library cards may be renewed in person with valid 
identification at the Greenburgh Public Library, or other 
libraries within the Westchester Library System. 
 
♦ RESPONSIBILITY FOR YOUR CARD 
You are responsible for all materials borrowed on your or 
your child’s card.  Report lost cards immediately!  We 
encourage patrons to pay all extended use fees promptly. 
You are financially accountable for all unreturned items 
charged to your library barcode number. 
 
♦ REPLACING YOUR CARD 
In order to replace a lost card, valid identification must be 
presented in person at the Library and a lost card 
replacement fee of $3.00 must be paid. 
 
♦ MATERIALS LOST OR DAMAGED 
Patrons are responsible for the cost of the item, and any 
overdue fine incurred for lost or damaged items. 
 
♦ MAINTAINING YOUR LIBRARY PRIVILEGES 
Patrons with  over $25.00 in outstanding fines or lost 
items on their record will be automatically blocked by the 
Westchester Library System and will not be permitted to 
check-out materials.
